IOC 
On 24 January, IOC President Jacques Rogge met 
with the Secretary-General of the United Nations 
(UN), Kofi Annan, on his first ever visit to the IOC 
Headquarters in Lausanne. A productive meeting 
was held, in which a variety of common projects 
were discussed, including the Olympic Truce 
Resolution passed by the UN General Assembly 
last November for the Torino 2006 Games, entitled 
“Building a peaceful and better world through sport 
and the Olympic ideal.” Both President Rogge and 
Secretary-General Annan stressed the "excellent 
collaboration” between their organisations, 
especially over the last few years, during which the 
IOC has signed cooperation agreements with 
several specialised agencies of the UN and, in 
partnership with them, has developed joint 
programmes to promote education, health care, 
environmental issues and the role of women in 
sport and society. Also highlighted in the meeting 
was the first Toolkit for HIV & AIDS prevention 
through sport, published late last year jointly by the 
IOC and UNAIDS, a copy of which the President 
formally presented to the Secretary General.   
 
The IOC Executive Board and 118th IOC Session 
will meet in Turin, Italy, from 5 to 10 February 2006 
prior to the XX Olympic Winter Games (10 – 26

The Torino 2006 Olympic Winter Games are 
expected to be the most watched Winter Games 
in history, according to a pre-Games broadcast 
report commissioned by the IOC and prepared by 
Sports Marketing Surveys. Increased free-to-air 
coverage in Africa and Asia will see the number of 
countries and territories broadcasting the Games 
rise from 160 for the 2002 Salt Lake Games to 200 
for Torino 2006. Moreover, new media initiatives, 
including the first-time use of mobile telephony, will 
offer sports fans greater choice of viewing 
experience. New media initiatives will also increase, 
with broadband internet coverage the widest and 
most technically advanced of any Olympic Games. 
In addition, for the first time, mobile phone 
subscribers in some territories will be able to watch 
live or delayed video coverage of the Games. The 
host broadcast, will be the first to be filmed entirely 
in High Definition Television (HDTV).

This site was developed 
to become a modern and efficient communication 
tool linking-up all the African sports entities, such as 
all National Olympic Committees, and all 
Continental Governing Sports Federations. 
 
* WOA 
The World Olympians Association (WOA), 
announced the resignation on 25 December 2005, 
of Liston Bochette, from the position of WOA 
Secretary General, though he remains a member 
of the Executive Committee. The Secretary 
General’s tasks and responsibilities will be shared 
between the Executive Committee members and 
the regional directors until the General Assembly 
planned for the end of 2007. The next Executive 
Board meeting will be in Turin in February and 
UIPM Secretary General Joël Bouzou will attend as 
WOA Treasurer. 
 
* IOC Culture and Olympic Education 
Commission 
On behalf of the Commission Chairman Zhenliang 
He, IOC Director T.A. Ganda Sithole informed all 
Commission members, including UIPM President 
Klaus Schormann, the programme for the 5th World 
Forum on Sport Education and Culture and the next 
meeting of the Commission. Both events will be 
held in Beijing starting 21 October until 28 October 
with the Forum itself taking place 22-24 October.  
 

 
 

* 2006 Turin  
On 16 January, the TOROC Board of Directors 
unanimously approved the Games budget. Costs 
are estimated at 1,223 million euros, with income of 
1,182 million euros, and, at present, a deficit of 41 

million euros, which the City of Turin has pledged to 
cover.  
TOROC has also presented an overview of the 
Games Closing Ceremony, which will take place 
on 26 February 2006 at 8pm in Turin’s Olympic 
Stadium. The main theme of this ceremony will be 
the Italian carnival and one of the  highlights will 
doubtlessly be a performance by Andrea Bocelli, 
the world-famous tenor. The handing over of the 
Olympic flag by the Mayor of Turin to the Mayor of 
Vancouver, whose city will host the Olympic Winter 
Games in 2010 will be followed by an eight-minute 
show for Vancouver 2010, including Canadian rock 
singer Avril Lavigne.  
 
* 2008 Beijing 
On 11 January, BOCOG officially launched its 
campaign to solicit design proposals for the medals 
of the 2008 Games. For Zhang Ming, Deputy 
Director of BOCOG’s Culture and Ceremonies 
Department, the medal designs should highlight the 
themes of glory and dreams, and the Olympic 
motto, “Faster, Higher, Stronger”. Reference 
information and participation documents can be 
downloaded from www.beijing2008.com.  
BOCOG and its 22 departments have started work 
at their new office in the Beijing Olympic 
Tower. The office is located near the central 
Olympic area and will also be the command centre 
during Games time.

* 2012 London 
The two bodies primarily responsible for delivering 
the London 2012 Olympic Games and Paralympic 
Games have co-located to new offices at One 
Churchill Place, Canary Wharf, London, E14 5LN. 
The two key organisations that have been set up to 
deliver the Games will be operating out of the same 
offices, to achieve increased levels of integration 
and efficiency.   The London Organising Committee 
for the Olympic Games (LOCOG) has the 
responsibility for managing and staging the London 
2012 Games, and the Olympic Delivery Authority 
(ODA) is responsible for delivering the permanent 
venues and infrastructure projects that need to be 
built for the Games.

* WADA 
WADA has published the 2006 List of Prohibited 
Substances and Methods as well as the fourth 
edition of the Athlete Guide, which describes the 
doping control process and the athlete’s rights and 
responsibilities, in brochure format. For the first 
time, these publications include the information 
translated into there languages under one cover: 
English, French, and Spanish. To see the 
publications visit www.wada-ama.org. 
 

 
UIPM  
President’s Activities 
On 5-6 January, UIPM President Klaus Schormann 
met with IOC member Dr Thomas Bach, Ulrich 
Feldhoff, President of the International Canoe 
Federation and Josef Fendt, President of the 
International Luge Federation  during the Luge 
World Cup in Berchtesgarden, Germany. They 
spoke about the Winter Olympic Games in Turin, 
SportAccord meetings in Seoul, the fight against 
doping as well as the future structure of sport in 
Germany.   
During the New Year reception in Frankfurt of the 
German NOC, where the Prime minister of Hesse 
Roland Koch gave the main speech on ‘Sport as 
one of the most important pillars in society and the 
role of successful athletes’, President Klaus 
Schormann met with NOC President Klaus 
Steinbach and colleagues of the Olympic 
Movement. During this function, the award of the 
IOC Sport and Literature Contest for the German 
NOC took place. 
On 23 January, the UIPM President was a guest at 
the Kicker Gala held in Frankfurt by a sport 
magazine specialising in football, with 600 
journalists, trainers, managers,  players and 
business people. He met with IOC member Walther 
Tröger and they spoke about UIPM’s involvement in 
the 2006 Sport for All Congress being organised 31 
October–4 November in Havana, Cuba.  
On 31 Januray in the House of Sport in Frankfurt, 
President Klaus Schormann took part on the 
Opening Ceremony of an exhibition ‘International 
Olympic Art – from Athens to Turin’ organised by 
the Greek society of Frankfurt. The exhibition runs 
till 31 March 2006.  
 
2006 Season truly Global 
The 2006 International competition season starts 2-
4 February in Almaty, Kazakhstan with the Winter 
Pentathlon Senior Men and culminates in 

Guatemala at the Senior World Championships 15-
22 November.  
In between, international Modern Pentathlon 
competitions will take place all over the world.. in 
Acapulco, Kaoshiung, Bishkek, Rome, Santo 
Domingo, Berlin, Shanghai, Havana, Kaunas, 
Cairo, Moscow and many other major cities around 
the globe. 
In fact, at the present time, there will be well over 
30 competitions for Senior athletes, at least 15 for 
Juniors, and almost the same amount for Youth A, 
as well as a dozen competitions for other Youth age 
groups and not forgetting the World Masters series. 
UIPM is more and more a global player and we are 
demonstrating that new formats are good for so 
called ‘smaller countries’ to organise. 
 
UIPM sends condolences 
It was with great sadness that UIPM learnt that IBU 
Vice President Dr. Günther Zwatz had passed 
away on Sunday, 22 January. The funeral took 
place in the church of Niederalm/Salzburg on 26 
January and was attended by President Klaus 
Schormann, Secretary General Joël Bouzou and 
Vice President John Helmick, who were all very 
close friends with him. Dr Zwatz was for many 
years the Treasurer of UIPMB, from 1993-1995 the 
Treasurer of UIPM, and since then IBU Treasurer. 
A former Biathlete, Dr Zwatz created together with 
Klaus Schormann (at the time UIPMB Vice 
President for Marketing 1988-1993) the marketing 
and promotional system for both Olympic sports of 
Biathlon and Modern Pentathlon. He became UIPM 
Honorary Member in 1997 and in this role, assisted 
at all UIPM Congress including the most recent in 
Rome December 2005. On 3-4 January of this year, 
Dr Zwatz and the UIPM President had met in 
Austria to discuss forthcoming projects relating to 
UIPM and IBU such as Hospitality at the Turin 
Olympic Games, education through sport and 
finance.  
 
On Friday 13 January Oleg Chuvilin passed away. 
Oleg  Chuvilin was for many years one of the active 
officials in the international Modern Pentathlon 
movement, though the highest post in UIPM he 
occupied was Technical Committee Member. In the 
USSR he was a top-ranking manager of the Sports 
Committee and was at the head of a huge 
Department, at his disposal was MP, Riding, 
Shooting, Fencing, Alpinism, Military Sports and 
Cycling Federations. But he was a former 
pentathlete himself and his heart was always with 
MP. Even in the last years he was with MP of 
Russia. In February 2001 President Schormann

awarded Oleg Chuvilin the UIPM Medal of Honour, 
in recognition of his service to Modern Pentathlon 
over the past 40 years.  Mr. Chuvilin was a pioneer 
in our sport and had made great contributions 
toward its development. 
 
Patron and Honorary Member of the German 
Modern Pentathlon Federation HRH Prince 
George of Hanover died in Munich on 8 January 
aged 90 years. In 1962 HRH Dr Georg Wilhelm 
Prince of Hanover, an accomplished Olympic 
equestrian athlete, became President of the 
International Olympic Academy (inaugurated by 
Crown Prince Constantine the previous year) in 
Olympia, Greece, remaining in position until 1970. 
He considered the prime role of the Academy to be 
"the guardian of the Olympic Spirit and to spread it 
throughout the world of sport".  IOC member from 
1966-1971, Prince George then became a member 
of the National Olympic Committee in Germany and 
President of the Bavarian Modern Pentathlon 
Federation. He travelled extensively in connection 
with this work, to Greece, to the Olympic Games in 
Mexico, and to Poland. In 1984 he became Patron 
of the DVMF and Honorary Member; he was one of 
the strongest supporters of Pierre de Coubertin and 
of Modern Pentathlon. 
 
Nations 
Samantha Harvey, a graduate of Harvard, USA, 
who represented Brazil at the 2004 Athens Olympic 
Games, took part as a panellist in an education 
forum organised by her alumni on 21 January at the 
Harvard Club of Boston. Over 130 Harvard alumni 
have competed in the Olympic Games since 1896 
and for the first time, a group of alumni were 
convened to talk about their personal experiences 
as athletes, coaches and administrators of the 
Olympics. Samantha took part in the Panel IV 
discussion ‘Then what? Life after the Games’.

* Medical Matters 
For those athletes for whom TUE Approval 
certificates were issued in 2005, please check the 
expiry dates on these certificates and submit new 
applications, if necessary. All UIPM National 
Federations are reminded of UIPM Medical rules  
5.3 All UIPM athletes with a documented 
medical condition requiring the use of a 
Prohibited Substance or a Prohibited Method 
must first obtain a Therapeutic Use Exemption 
(TUE) by the UIPM Therapeutic Use Committee, 
which consists of three members of the UIPM 
Medical Committee, all of them appointed by the 
Chairperson of the UIPM Medical Committee. The 
Chairperson of the UIPM Therapeutic Use 
Committee is authorised to deal with Abbreviated 
Therapeutic Use Exemption Applications and to 
report to the UIPM Therapeutic Use Committee. All 
other TUE applications are dealt with by the UIPM 
Therapeutic Use Committee as a whole. The 
Chairperson and the Committee have to consider a 
request for TUE by applying the current 
International Standard for Therapeutic Use 
Exemptions (including revisions that are 
continuously published by WADA). The 
International Standard for Therapeutic Use 
Exemptions and all revisions shall go into effect for 
the UIPM three months after their publication by 
WADA. The UIPM will make the current WADA 
International Standard for Therapeutic Use 
Exemptions available to each National Federation. 
Each National Federation must ensure that the 
current International Standard for Therapeutic Use 
Exemptions is available to its members. All TUE’s 
granted by UIPM are reported to the respective 
athlete’s National Federation and to WADA. TUE’s 
granted by the National Federations for athletes 
competing on the national level must be promptly 
reported to the UIPM and to WADA. 
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5.4 Requests of athletes for a TUE by UIPM 
must be submitted, except in emergency 
situations, not later than 21 days before the 
athlete’s participation at a UIPM event. The 
decision on granting or denial of a TUE must be 
taken not later than 7 days before the athlete’s 
participation at a UIPM event. The athlete has the 
right to appeal against this decision to the UIPM 
Executive Board. For the procedure Chapter XII 
UIPM Disciplinary Rules applies accordingly. The 
decision of the UIPM Executive Board can be 
reviewed by WADA upon request from the athlete. 
WADA also has the right to review on its own 
initiative the granting of TUE. If WADA determines 
that such granting or denial did not comply with 
international standards for TUE, WADA may 
reverse the initial decision. The decision by WADA 
reversing the granting or denial of a TUE may be 
appealed to the CAS by the UIPM Executive Board 
or by the athlete.
